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Comments
The measured parameters were acceptable and reproducible.The patient understood instructions and made a good effort.  The
bronchodilator used was albuterol 2.5 mg via nebulizer.

Interpretation
Spirometry is consistent with a mild restrictive ventilatory defect.  The response to bronchodilator is insignificant.  Lung
volumes are consistent with a restrictive ventilatory defect.  The diffusing capacity for carbon monoxide is normal.  Under the
American Medical Association Classification Scheme for Respiratory Impairment, this client would be Class 2 (10-25%, moderate
impairment).
